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May 12 and 13:  Marcia Stein ï www.marciastein.com 

On Tuesday, May 12 from 9 AM ï 3 PM Marcia will 
present a workshop titled ñPicture Thisò - Learn to 
machine appliqué a small quilt top using your own photo 
for inspiration. Choose among several methods of 
stitching a narrow zigzag over raw, fused, and turned-
under edges. She will discuss how to achieve depth, 
when and how to add design elements, and how to 
simplify your design without sacrificing its essence. No 
drawing skills required.    

Marcia will be our speaker Wednesday, May 13th.  He 
lecture is ñDestinations: Travel Inspired Quilts ñ. 

 

June 9 and 10:  Nancy Prince ï www.nancyprince.com 

Nancy will be teaching a workshop Tuesday, June 9th . 
Her most popular workshop, ñThread Painted 
Landscapesò, introduces the two thread painting 
techniques she is know for. Using her anyone-can-do-it 
approach, you will learn how simple thread painting is. A 
zigzag or straight stitch are the only stitches necessary 
to create amazing thread painted designs. No artistic 
skill is needed so come join us for a day full of fun. 
Simple designs have been selected to boost your 

confidence right away.   

Nancyôs lecture on Wednesday, June 10 ñSo What is 
Thread Painting All Aboutò will take you on a fun and 
thought-provoking journey into the avenue of thread 
painting. While thread painting can look complicated, in 
fact, it is actually very easy. The lecture will demonstrate 
step-by-step techniques to show you just how simple 
the technique can be. And finally the trunk show will 
detail a short history of some of her beautiful thread 

painted quilts. 

 

   Thread Painting 

July 7 and 8:  Susan Carlson ï www.susancarlson.com 

The workshop on July 7th, 2009 is titled ñCutting Looseò .  Susan's 
newest class combines aspects of her earlier classes (Somethin' 
Fishy and Somethin' in the Air) with her evolving techniques of fabric 
collage. In this class, Susan demonstrates a looser approach to the 
piecing and assembly of a wall quilt. The approach taken will be a 
painterly one. Emphasis will be placed on the collage piecing 
process. Patterns or templates will not be used. Instead, students will 
sketch their design onto a foundation fabric and proceed to fill in the 
design with fabrics of their choice. Susan encourages playfulness, 
serendipity, and a willingness to "cut loose." Due to time constraints, 
students need to choose simple, whimsical designs such as fish, 
butterflies or other bugs, lizards, suns and moons (with or without 
faces). Realistic portraits, however, are too intensive for this one- or 
two-day class. See Susan's Fabric Images class if a realistic portrait 
is your subject choice. Cost of class includes student's choice of 
pattern. Additional (optional) patterns will be available from Susan for 

a small fee.   

Tuesday, July 8th, Susanôs lecture is ñFabric Imagesò.  Please visit her 
website for a tour of her breath taking quilts.  We have had many 
requests to have Susan visit our guild ï donôt miss this opportunity.

 In honor of Earth Day here is a project that will keep some trash out of the landfills. Make your own 

napkins. Pick out 2 fabrics that look good together and cut them each 18" x 18". Sew them right sides 

together using a half inch seam allowance and leaving a 4" opening. Trim the seams and clip the 

corners, turn right side out and press. Hand sew to close the opening, press again then top stitch 1" 

away from the edge. From 2 yards of fabric you can make 4 napkins. They make great gifts for all of 

your non-sewing friends too.  Kelly Meanix
