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In November our guild makes polar fleece hats 

and scarves that we split between the Domestic 

Violence Shelter and the Coatesville women's 

shelter (CYWA).  Last year some of you donated 

knitted hats and scarves as well.  That works 

too.   

One yard of fleece makes two hats and two 

scarves.  Basic directions can be found on the 

website.   If you would like to do something a 

little different, try attaching a coordinating 

color of polar fleece folded in half, as a hat band, 

and clipping the top edge at about (3 -31/2") to 

create a fringe and tie the top with a scrap of 

coordinating fabric.  To make scarves that are 

interesting try folding over the edge and sewing 

a decorative stitch in a coordinating color all 

around the edge, or set your stitch length and 

width to 4 -4 or 5-5 and sew around the edge to 

create a picot effect.  

I will bring some samples to the next meeting 

and some hard copies of directions for those 

members without computers.  Your generosity
