pecause Qilers Care:Commun Dutreach

What a tremendous response to our request
for care packages for our troops in Irag and
Afghanistan. We were able to send 5 boxes
to each soldier, a total of 10 boxes, for
distribution to their unit. A special thanks

to Rolinda Brackbill for her generous
contribution. We received a nice
assortment of items: beef jerky, hand
warmers, soap, hand sanitizer, deodorant,
puzzle books, playing cards, snacks, chap
stick etc. Since one of these men is in the
army and the other is a marine, the post
office explained to me that if for some
reason the men were not able to receive the
boxes, the chaplain assigned to the unit
would distribute the contents rather than
pay to have the boxes shipped back to us. |
sent a cover letter explaining that we were
a quilt group, that we were grateful for the
difficult job that our soldiers perform
overseas and that we pray for their safe
return home. Many thanks for supporting
this worthy cause.

In April and May we will be gathering the
contents of the "Baby Bundles" that will go to
the indigent mothers at Southern Chester
County Hospital. Many of these mothers
come from the migrant worker population
and are very poor. Each baby bundle will
contain: one blanket, baby soap/shampoo,
wipes, diapers and onesies. (Target, Wal -
mart, and the Dollar Store are inexpensive
places to purchase all of these items.)

One yard of flannel or polar fleece makes two
blankets. Just cut down the center and
remove the selvages. The edges can be
finishes by serging, zig -zaging or turning the
edges under and stitching with a straight or
decorative stitch. The finished product is
about 30"x36". Purchased blankets are fine
also. Please leave items downstairs to make
loading them easier. Once again thank you.
