Triangle Square Challenge  

Show ônõ Tell due at March meeting. 

Start with any size squares, half dark, half light.  

Pair them up, right sides together.  Mark diagonal line.  

Stitch ĳ ò on either side of line. 

Cut apart on line.  Iron seams to dark.  

Cut each square horizontally and vertically =  4 equal squares.  

Play with small squares to find a design. (Look at traditional  

blocks for ideas.)  

Have fun creating a wall hanging, garment, etc.
